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Girlguiding Scotland is participating in Generation Cashback, a Scottish Government project which uses proceeds of crime monies to expand youth provision in areas of need.  The Scottish Government has determined that this funding can only be used to support Guide and Ranger units which meet certain postcode criteria or who can demonstrate that their activities are helping to divert young people from behaviour which might lead to crime.
What support is available to units in need that do not meet the criteria?

Any units experiencing financial difficulty and not eligible for CashBack support should contact funding@girlguiding-scot.org.uk for details of alternative sources of funding.
We’re eligible so how can CashBack support our unit?

This support can either assist with the costs of growing and developing a unit.  Each unit will have slightly different needs, so each request for support will be assessed.  If you are looking to open a new unit, or have opened a unit within the last 3 months, and would like help with the associated costs, please contact Andrea@girlguiding-scot.org.uk
How much money can each unit apply for?

Requests for financial support should be based on need, but there is no minimum amount that a unit can request.  We would not usually expect a unit to request more than £2,000 although each request will be considered on its own merits.  It is important to remember though that if a unit asks for too much assistance, they may struggle to spend the money within the specified timeframe.
When should I apply?

As soon as possible!  There is a limited pot of money available so it will be distributed in rounds until it runs out.
How long do I have to spend the money?

This will be considered on receiving your request, based on the timeframe of your project, but the money should generally be spent and reported on as soon as possible after the award is made, and a deadline will be given for spending and reporting to be completed by.

	You can use funding to purchase resources for the number of girls in your unit (as recorded on GO).

	Equipment (e.g. sports equipment, camping equipment, etc.)
	You can also apply for equipment that will be shared with other units in your area.

	IT equipment or subscriptions (e.g. Zoom)
	Funding can now be used to purchase subscriptions and a limited amount of IT equipment.  There should be a clear link between the activities you are planning to deliver and the IT equipment requested.

	Participation in a Girlguiding Scotland event or training (young members)
	This funding will not support participation in International activities.

Units in receipt of CashBack support must agree to complete monitoring and evaluation forms that will help us report back to the Scottish Government.  This includes providing copies of receipts for items purchased and competing short reports which will enable us to track how many girls have been supported by this funding.  We’ll give you lots of support to complete these reports so please don’t let that put you off applying!
