Principles for working together: 

Underpinning the ways of working together is the principle that all people and groups in 
Girlguiding are part of one team. This means that: 

• We are inclusive – we work together to create an environment where everyone
feels an equal sense of belonging and is free to be themselves – whoever they are
and wherever they’re from. We value and celebrate difference and represent the
diversity of the communities we seek to serve.

• We’re open and collaborative – we uphold the principle of co-production so that
everything we do is designed and delivered with users – whether volunteers, girls or
wider society. All key stakeholders are identified and informed or involved from the
start of any piece of work so together we achieve the best possible outcomes in the
most efficient way.

• We put girls at the centre – we are ambitious on behalf of our girls, young women
and volunteers and challenge every activity that doesn’t support the Girlguiding
mission. Regardless of role, function or level, all members of one team focus on the
common good, and how we can best use our collective resources to deliver what
girls tell us they want and need.
